Capital markets union — The Council of the EU adopted (20/11/2017)
securitisation rules. The new rules are part of the EU’s plan to develop a fully
functioning capital markets union by the end of 2019. Developing a securitisation
market will help create new investment possibilities and provide an additional
source of finance, particularly for SMEs and start-ups.

EU Free Trade Agreements - the European Commission adopted (9/11/2017) the
Report on Implementation of Free Trade Agreement in 2016. The report gives a
brief overview of the main findings concerning the EU's FTAs which it is applying. It
groups them into: (1) «new generation» FTAs, (2) Deep and Comprehensive Free
Trade Areas (DCFTAs), Economic Partnership Agreements (EPAs), (3) «first
generation» FTAs.

Gas market - the European Commission (8/11/2017) has proposed to update the
EU Gas Directive. The proposal is adopted in order to ensure that all major gas
pipelines entering EU territory comply with EU rules, are operated with the same
levels of transparency, are accessible to other operators, and are operated in an
efficient way. The proposal aims to improve the functioning of the EU internal gas
market, increase competition between suppliers, and boost Europe's energy

(8/11/2017) a legislative proposal setting new CO2 emission standards for
passenger cars and light commercial vehicles (vans) in the European Union
for the period after 2020. The proposed targets are set for the EU-wide average
emissions of new cars and vans in a given calendar year from 2025 on, with stricter
targets applying from 2030.The proposal also includes a mechanism to incentivise
the uptake of zero- and low-emission vehicles, in a technology-neutral way.

e Environment protection (Nature 2000) and interim measures of the EU Court -
the Court of Justice of the EU ruled (20/11/2017) that Poland must immediately
cease its active forest management operations in the Biatlowieza Forest. If
Poland is found to have infringed this order, the Court will order it to pay to the
Commission a penalty payment of at least € 100 000 per day. This is the first case
in the EU Court’s history in which the Court has foreseen that a financial penalty
could be imposed on a Member State for not respecting its previous decision on
interim measures.
