IIl. RECENT DEVELOPMENTS AND ANALYSES IN EU LAW

This part of the review follows well established systematization of EU legislation, even if not in every
reporting period there will be substantial or relevant developments in each chapter.

01 GENERAL, FINANCIAL AND INSTITUTIONAL MATTERS

e Establishment of the European Public Prosecutor’s Office — EU enhanced
cooperation - the Council of EU on 12 October 2017 has adopted the Regulation
(EU) 2017/1939 implementing enhanced cooperation on the establishment of
the European Public Prosecutor’s Office (‘the EPPO’) upon request of Belgium,
Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Germany, Finland, France, Greece,
Lithuania, Luxembourg, Portugal, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia and Spain.
Enhanced cooperation is a procedure where a minimum of 9 EU countries are
allowed to establish advanced integration or cooperation in an area within EU
structures but without the other EU countries being involved. This allows them to
move at different speeds and towards different goals than those outside the
enhanced cooperation areas.

e EU-Turkey free movement of goods - Hungarian tax on Turkish motor
vehicles was incompatible with EU law - the Court of Justice of the EU ruled
(19 October 2017) that this tax constitutes a charge having equivalent effect to a
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customs duty, the imposition of which is prohibited by Association Agreement
with Turkey. Since the tax was imposed unilaterally on products by reason of the
fact that they cross the border, this in reality constitutes a charge having equivalent
effect to a customs duty within the meaning of Decision No 1/95 of the Association
Council and is, therefore, incompatible with that decision. The full text of the
judgment.

06 RIGHT OF ESTABLISHMENT AND FREEDOM TO PROVIDE SERVICES

e Free flow of non-personal data in the EU - the European Commission on 13
September 2017 published the Proposal for Regulation on a framework for the
free flow of non-personal data in the European Union. The ultimate objective of
the initiative is to achieve a more competitive and integrated internal market for data
storage and other processing services and activities by addressing the above
areas.

e Antitrust - the European Commission has fined Lithuanian Railways (Lietuvos
gelezinkeliai) an amount of Euro 27 873 000 for hindering competition on the rail
freight market, in breach of EU antitrust rules, by removing a rail track connecting
Lithuania and Latvia. Press Release of the European Commission, 2 October 2017.

e State Aid - the European Commission has decided to refer Ireland to the
European Court of Justice for failing to recover from Apple illegal State aid
worth up to Euro 13 billion, as required by a Commission decision. The
Commission decision of 30 August 2016 concluded that Ireland's tax benefits to
Apple were illegal under EU State aid rules, because it allowed Apple to pay
substantially less tax than other businesses. As a matter of principle, EU State aid
rules require that illegal State aid is recovered in order to remove the distortion of
competition created by the aid.

e State Aid - the European Commission has concluded that Luxembourg
granted undue tax benefits to Amazon of around Euro 250 million. This is

illegal under EU State aid rules because it allowed Amazon to pay substantially less
tax than other businesses. Luxembourg must now recover the illegal aid. Press
Release of the European Commission, 2 October 2017.

09 TAXATION

e Reform of EU VAT rules - the European Commission has today launched
plans for the biggest reform of EU VAT rules in a quarter of a century. The
reboot would improve and modernise the system for governments and businesses
alike. Overall, over Euro 150 billion of VAT is lost every year, meaning that Member
States miss out on revenue. Of this, around Euro 50 billion is estimated to be due to
cross-border VAT fraud. This money can be used to finance criminal organisations,
including terrorism. It is estimated that this sum would be reduced by 80% thanks to
the proposed reform. The proposed VAT reform would also make the system more
robust and simpler to use for companies. The Commission wants a VAT system
that helps European companies to reap all the benefits of the Single Market and to
compete in global markets. Press Release of the European Commission 04 October

the Association Agreement, Ukraine is obliged to gradually approximate its
legislation to the EU VAT taxation rules.

e Tax dispute resolution - the Council of the European Union has adopted on 10
October 2017 the Directive (EU) 2017/1852 on tax dispute resolution
mechanisms in the European Union. The Directive should enable mechanisms
for effective resolution of disputes concerning the interpretation and application of
bilateral tax treaties and the Union Arbitration Convention, in particular disputes
leading to double taxation. It introduces an effective and efficient framework for the
resolution of tax disputes which ensures legal certainty and a business-friendly
environment for investments in order to achieve fair and efficient tax systems. The
dispute resolution mechanisms should also create a harmonised and transparent
framework for solving disputes and thereby provide benefits to all taxpayers.

e VAT exemptions - the Court of Justice of the EU ruled (26 October 2017) that
British card game duplicate bridge is not a ‘sport’ for the purposes of the VAT
Directive and cannot therefore be exempt as such. However, CJEU has opened
the door for the Member State to regardi duplicate bridge as coming under the
concept of ‘cultural services’ within the meaning of the directive.

10 ECONOMIC AND MONETARY POLICY AND FREE MOVEMENT OF CAPITAL

e Hungarian law on foreign-funded NGOs - infringement procedure - the
European Commission issued a reasoned opinion - the second step in the
infringement procedure - to Hungary for its law on foreign-funded NGOs that
follows the letter of formal notice sent by the Commission on 14 July. The
Commission decided to start legal proceedings against Hungary for failing to fulfil its
obligations under the Treaty provisions on the free movement of capital, due to
provisions in the NGO Law which indirectly discriminate and disproportionately
restrict donations from abroad to civil society organizations. In addition to these
concerns, the Commission is also of the opinion that Hungary violates the right to
freedom of association and the right to protection of private life and personal data
enshrined in the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union, read in
conjunction with the EU Treaty provisions. Hungary now has one month to take the
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necessary measures to comply with the reasoned opinion. If Hungary fails to reply
satisfactorily to the reasoned opinion, then the Commission may refer the case to
the Court of Justice of the EU.

Transport Community Treaty — the European Union has signed (9.10.2017) the
Treaty establishing the Transport Community with Albania, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Macedonia, Kosovo, Montenegro and Serbia. The aim of this Treaty
is the creation of a Transport Community in the field of road, rail, inland waterway
and maritime transport as well as the development of the transport network
between the European Union and the South East European countries.

12 ENERGY

Security of gas supply - the European Parliament and of the Council of the
European Union adopted on 25 October 2017 the Regulation (EU) 2017/1938
concerning measures to safeguard the security of gas supply and repealing
Regulation (EU) No 994/2010 (Text with EEA relevance.). This Regulation aims to
safeguard the security of gas supply in the Union by ensuring the proper and
continuous functioning of the internal market in natural gas, by allowing for
exceptional measures to be implemented when the market can no longer deliver the
gas supplies, including solidarity measure of a last resort, and by providing for the
clear definition and attribution of responsibilities among natural gas undertakings,
the Member States and the Union regarding both preventive action and the reaction
to concrete disruptions of gas supply. It also establishes transparent mechanisms
concerning, in a spirit of solidarity, the coordination of planning for, and response to,
emergencies at national, regional and Union level. Full text of the Regulation.
